Testimonies 

 
 
What happens when Christian people pray for you?  In gratitude to our many friends, and to the Lord 
who hears and answers prayer, I offer this tribute to the impact of prayer on my stay in St.George‟s 
Hospital, Tooting for heart surgery.  
 
Jean and I recognised how privileged we were to be prayed for by so many people – at least seven 
churches plus dozens of individuals by whose friendship we had been blest over the years.   We 
honour all those who gave us this amazing support, and assure them that their prayers were answered 
in remarkable ways – God in His amazing love has used your prayers to bring blessing! 
 
All of God‟s dealings with us have an element of mystery, perhaps no more so than in the area of 
prayer.  Often in our prayers we try to tell God what to do, or at least make strong suggestions as to 
what would be best. Perhaps there were those who kindly asked for my operation to be prompt, 
minimal and straightforward.  God, in His wisdom and love, knew better!  The operation was postponed 
3 times, once when I was gowned up, injected with morphine, and waiting to be trundled into theatre!  
The operation was far more drastic than we had expected, and there were several set-backs 
afterwards which delayed my discharge.  So what was the impact of prayer?  Throughout these 
successive „set-backs‟ I found I possessed a truly supernatural peace, and a certainty in God‟s activity 
which meant that I could always respond with “this is meant for a purpose”.  This attitude certainly 
surprised many as, due to holidays, emergencies and bed-blocking, I was not alone in being 
„postponed‟ and for some it was an intensely frustrating, irritating and emotional time. So firstly your 
prayers were answered by a spiritual gift of peace and certainty which I hope was a help as well as a 
surprise to my fellow sufferers! 
 
I know that many of you realise how difficult to be „holy‟ in hospital!  A combination of weakness, 
tiredness, and multiple distractions makes it hard to concentrate on reading the scriptures and even 
harder to pray!  So I was well aware that any spiritual energy I possessed came not from my woefully 
inadequate „quiet times‟, but from God‟s generous answer to the prayers of many.  So I found myself at 
every opportunity sitting on fellow patient‟s beds and expressing a warm and genuine concern for their 
welfare.  As the days passed it became progressively easier to share confidence and good news, and I 
pray that my testimony to these men will have been a help to them; perhaps a link in the chain which 
will bring them to faith in Jesus.  The warm welcome I always received suggests that they were 
receiving more than just my words in these conversations. 
 
I pray that one friendship will continue.  I met Abdul on the first day and something lit up between us.  I 
was a Christian, he a Muslim, yet we recognised something of God‟s image in each other and soon it 
became a real joy to share.  His lovely family visited him every day and were amazingly friendly 
towards me.  I was able to support him through the frustration of waiting for different departments to 
talk to each other and decide which of the three operations he required would be done first!  Jean and I 
have a warm invitation to visit them at home when we go for my check-ups. 
 
The other man I shall remember for a long time was John, operated on the same day as me.  John 
was in his early eighties; a lovable cockney rogue with a complicated family history.  Everyone 
coughed after the operation, not dangerous but painful; but John had a horrible cough which just went 
on and on relentlessly throughout the night.  After I had listened to him coughing his way through four 
sleepless nights I knew I had to act.  I sat on his bed, commiserated with him and offered to pray with 
him, he shook his head.  “Well can I go back to my bed and pray for you to have a good night?”  “OK 
mate if that‟s what you would like to do”.  So I prayed harder than I had prayed for a long time and 
became aware through the night that John coughed hardly at all, certainly less than me!  He slept for 
six hours and woke refreshed and somewhat startled.  Throughout the day he told everyone who 
would listen what a good night he had enjoyed.  I kept quiet, having little experience in handling the 
aftermath of a small miracle.  When John was discharged he suddenly appeared in my private ward 
(another story), pointed his stick at me, and said “I want to thank you Michael”.  I responded with “you 



know it wasn‟t me John” pointing upwards.  “I know”, he said, “but it was you who did the doings!”  I do 
pray that, having got his attention, God will go on to win that man‟s soul. 
I don‟t know what God did in the lives of those whom I met and touched, but I am certain that He did 
something very special in me which made those 17 days some of the most joyful in my life.  That‟s how 
your prayers were answered!

I know not all of our 
prayers have been answered - yet, I know that there is much work to be done, but whenever we get 
together - whether in 2's or 3's or hundreds - I know God is at work. Not always seen, not always 
obvious, often not in ways we have asked for or expected, but He is at work among us; and for calling 
us to be part of that, here and now, I give my thanks.

It was good to know that the Bible 
Society and other Christian organisations are so   active in their support of all those who work in the 
palace of  Westminster. We came home better informed and hopefully inspired to pray more for those 
in government. Many thanks to Vanessa and Susan for organising such a successful visit.

This was prompted by the 
imminent arrival of Sebastian and the fact that numbers were dwindling. The result has been 
astounding and we had a lounge full on our first night when Danny came to share communion with us 
and bless the group. The group has been reinvigorated and a larger mix of people has meant that we 
never seem to run out of conversation indeed the fellowship part of our evening can often rage out of 
control! We have gelled well as a group and have enjoyed learning more about each others life in 
Christ. When someone has a problem there is always an encouraging word from someone who can 
empathise with the      situation. The group has gone from strength to strength and rekindled the    
desire to be involved regularly. 
 
We cannot emphasise how important we feel belonging to a housegroup is, providing a safe and 
supportive environment to share what is going on in our lives, to discuss our faith and to develop close 
friendships. Knowing that you have a group of people who know you well and are there for you both 
practically and in prayer is a huge comfort. 
 
We have planned to move from Haslemere twice since arriving in 1998. Our plan to move to Bridport 
failed when the sale fell through. This was yet another one of a series of calamities involving 
redundancy, ill-health and flooding. We realised that we couldn‟t do it without God so perhaps we 
should get him involved and hence discovered St Stephen‟s in January 2003. Since then things have 
not always been as bad as they seemed, Carl‟s horrendous 50mph head on collision led to his 
realisation that God had protected him from harm and hence to his confirmation in May 2005.  
 
Carl‟s redundancy when the bike company he worked for when bankrupt in 2006 seemed a disaster 
but ultimately has led to him qualifying as a motorbike mechanic when he thought he was too old to get 
the  opportunity to retrain in an industry designed for 16 year old apprentices. Upon selling our flat and 
imminent homelessness as we couldn‟t find anywhere to move to a chance conversation whilst 
planting crocus bulbs in the graveyard led to us temporarily staying in the Vicarage mainly to help us 
but also to keep the house lived in.  
 

When Danny & Debs came to view with Sue from the diocese another chance conversation led to us 
moving to another diocese house that they didn‟t want to leave empty.  
That‟s a lot of chance conversations and events! We definitely feel God wanted us to stay in 
Haslemere but are unsure of his plans but are equally sure he will let us know the next instalment 
when the time is right.
